Class 65 Recipe: Fran Artley’s Irish Tea Loaf

Makes 2 x 2lb

Cake Ingredients		
1/2 pt cold strong tea
1lb mixed fruit
8 oz demerara sugar
4 ozs chopped walnuts
4 ozs glace cherries, washed & chopped
4 oz chopped crystallized/glace ginger (optional)
2 eggs, beaten, plus a little milk if necessary
1lb self raising flour, sieved
1/4 tsp salt

Method
Soak mixed fruit in cold tea overnight.
Add walnuts, cherries, ginger, salt and sugar to flour, mix well.
Add fruit/tea mixture.
Add egg/milk to make into a dough, soft but not too sticky
Divide into 2 x 2lb loaf tins and cook for 1 hour 10mins at 160C until brown.
